Jesus heals the leper: Thank you God for hands that touch (Matthew 8:1-4)
Jesus feeds 5000: Thank you for the gift of smell and taste. (Matthew 14:13-2, Mark 6: 30-
44, Luke 9: 10-17),
Lent (Ash Wednesday): Jesus came because we do wrong things (John 3:16) 
Jesus calms the storm: Jesus is with us during the hard times (Matthew 8:23-27, Mark
4:35-41, Luke 8:22-25)
Jesus walks on water: We need to trust Jesus (Matthew 14:22-33, Mark 6:45-52, John 6:16-
21)
